FOR NEW FAMILIES ONLY  - DO YOU HOLD A CONCESSION CARD ð IF SO YOU MAY BE ELIGIBLE FOR CAMPS, SPORTS 
& EXCURSIONS FUNDING (CSEF) OF $125 ï-Payments are made directly to the school and are tied to the student to assist with 
the cost of camps, excursions etc..  Parents or legal guardians are required to complete a CSEF application form and lodge it with 



the school for processing.  Application forms should be completed and lodged with schools as soon as possible in term one, as 
payments are made from March onwards.
